Nebula is a Latin word which
means ‘cloud’.  Nebulae (plural
of nebula) in context of
universe are interstellar clouds
that are made not of water
vapors, but of plasma, helium,
hydrogen and dust.  It isn’t an
average cloud.

Nebulae are usually formed by
gravitational collapse of gasses
in the interstellar medium.
Nebulae are ginormous. They
may stretch over hundreds of
light years across. The
diameter of the nebula will be
9,460,800,000 kilometers.

According to scientists, gas and
dust inside these nebulae
squash together under their
own gravitational pull.  As, a
result, the clouds stars
contracting and get denser.

Apart from emission nebulae
we have other types
of nebulae known as the
reflection nebulae.

They don’t emit their own light.
They only reflect the light from
the nearby stars. It looks like a
blue color. About 5 billon years
from now, our sun will become
a nebula. It outside the Milky
Way is referred to as extra-
galactic nebulae. 

Nebulae have myriads of
shapes.  Some looks like a
crab, eagle, ant, fox fur, horse
head, Orion, pelican, helix,
cat’s eye nebulae. The closest
nebula to Earth is called the
“Helix Nebula”. It is roughly 700
light years from here
